3.0 Product Disassembly Process
3.1 List the basic steps that should typically be followed to remove components and materials
requiring selective treatment:
1 Bezel — Manual removal
2 Battery connector - Manual disconnection
3 Removal of cover with T10 star screw driver on the rear of unit.
4 Disable the potential charge from the battery connector of PCB with 10 ohm resistor for 10
seconds.
5 Cut the external power cord (Low voltage unit)
6 Removal of main PCBA panel with Philips Screw Driver and Wire Cutter
7 Capacitors — With #2 Philips screw driver locate the capacitors and pry from the PCB with
a large flat head screw driver and discard properly.
8 Removal of the Rear Panel with Philips Screw Driver, cutting wires if necessary
